with fellow Christians in the Ukraine. Power and 

the internet are out in many of the cities. I fear 

for the safety of these Christians as Russia    

continues to send their bombs.   
 

I was blessed by God to be able to complete 3 

mission trips to the Ukraine in 1994, 1995 and 

1996 plus 11 mission trips to the country just 

west of the Ukraine, Romania. I have so many 

fond memories of people I taught during those 3 

years and members I eventually worked alongside in Donetsk. The 

work in the Ukraine was truly an American-Ukrainian team effort. In 

later years I supported one Ukrainian Christian as he enrolled as a 

Bible major at one of our Christian universities. The church in the 

Ukraine is very strong in number in the Ukraine. The Ukrainian 

Christians are a giving people, sharing the message of Jesus with 

their neighbors, along with life-saving benevolence. Please join with 

me and make these Christians a prayer priority. God is their only 

hope.

Randy is doing such a fine job as one of our missionaries. Please 

listen closely to Randy’s report and definitely include his work in 

your daily prayers.  
 

Ever wonder how our BIBLE INVESTIGATION video class works?  

ASAP, I respond to each 

inquiry with a brief answer and an offer to give a more detailed   

answer during the Bible video class, BIBLE INVESTIGATION. Most 

accept the offer so I next schedule their question and inform them 

when to expect their question to air. Currently I'm scheduled out to 

the last part of April. Of the 46 baptisms so far through our Bible 

video ministry, most have started with one of these submitted      

questions. 
 

As for FUNDAMENTALS OF THE FAITH, the series on Acts        

follows the study guides that I write each week. Current number 

receiving the guides is approaching 150. Keep in mind, many of 

these study guides are being shared. For example, one minister in 

India shares his study guide with 19 people. On top of that, 8                   

congregations are currently using our Sunday class as THEIR  

Sunday class. The glory goes to God, great things He is doing 

through the 70 West video ministry!
